Figures in this document are from the Projecting Older People Population Information system. This site is provided by the Care Services Efficiency Delivery (CSED) and the Department of Health, copyright Crown 2008. All graphs come with two sets of projected figures. The first has each year from 2008 to 2013 and the second every five years from 2010 to 2030.

Data has been collected from the POPPI website (www.poppi.org.uk) and collated to allow comparison between the councils within the East Midlands. The figures are projected up to 2030 to show the trend in the number of people using the service described.
The following graphs show the projected figures for the number of older people receiving community-based services provided or commissioned by the Councils with Social Services Responsibilities (CSSR).

The information is taken from Community Care Statistics 2007-08 (Referrals, Assessments and Packages of Care for Adults), National Statistics/Health and Social Care Information Centre.

The Referrals, Assessments and Packages of Care Project (RAP) was developed to provide a coherent set of national statistics on adult community care, purchased or provided by Councils with Social Services Responsibilities (CSSRs).

The 2007-08 RAP figures have been applied to the ONS 2007 mid-year population estimates of the 65 and over population, to give projections of the numbers receiving community-based services provided or commissioned by the CSSR, with 2007/08 performance levels.
