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SINCE chatshow legend Sir Michael Parkinson's call to action more than 10,000 people have signed up to be champions of the elderly. Dignity Champions, part of the Dignity in Care Campaign, have volun-teered to promote good practice. Their aim is to change the culture of care services and place a greater em-phasis on the quality of experience of those services. 

Dignity Ambassador Sir Michael said: "I have had the great honour of meeting some of our nation's real unsung heroes, hearing their stories and bringing attention to what they are doing to hopefully inspire many others to follow suit.

"They are ordinary people doing everyday things.

"But in their own way having tremendous impact on those around them." Care Services minister Phil Hope said: "It's inspiring that over the past three years we over 10,000 people have signed up to become Dignity Champions to promote more respectful care across the country."
